The area was constantly wet which resulted in severe divoting and overall underfoot conditions were getting worse. The presence of direct sunlight and greater airflow facilitated by the removal of the trees will help restore soil and surface conditions in this previously shaded area.

The removal of the trees, while regretful was the only option. As a visual remedy, we will plant attractive hedging which we will keep to a manageable height.
